Conclusion:
· There is concern that agriculture production in developing countries in cause 

environmental threats in the future as production will have to increase to 
satisfy the growing demands for food.

· An important part of these inputs leak from the system in the form of nutrient 
leaching to groundwater and gaseous losses to the atmospheric pressure on 
the existing agricultural land may increase to growing demand.

· The idea of co-farming is to compel 20 to 25 like-minded farmers and initiate the 
farming and Agri based business so they can be financially and politically as well 
as economically independent.

· To have financial independence as well as social preference farmers can decide 
the rates for their product as well as co-product.
