Students expressed their 
views about syllabus and its transaction very freely and realistic manner. Majority students 
think that nature of syllabus is adequate and realistic. 71.7% students agree that syllabus is 
career oriented. Students think that syllabus is averagely experiential, suitable for overall 
personality development, included with life values and recent trends in the subject, 80.9% 
students agree with that teachers complete the whole syllabus in time. They used ICT tools, 
encourages for participative learning solve their queries related to syllabus. 78.4% students 
think that the assessment procedure is transparent and 89.7% students rated good for internal 
assessment system. Overall majority students are satisfied about supportive facilities 
provided by the college.
